The cold, hard facts speak for themselves, but it’s a reality no politician wants to touch.
Churches across the country are basically silent and | fear that anyone who has the courage to
speak out against abortions is going to be charged with a hate crime because it’s speaking out
against a woman’s choice and the right to choose.

Abortion is murder and America’s death camps exist all across the country behind closed
doors.

We condemn China’s one child policy which has resulted in a shortage of 40 million
girls.
